Our Big Project  

Our exciting big project seems to be moving on slowly but the 

wheels of building and development grind at their own snail's pace.  

We are in the final throes of producing a glossy pamphlet that will 

be used to promote our intentions to philanthropic agencies but 

nothing can move until we have full planning permission.  

To date, the 'building fund' has been supported by generosity, a 
donation of £5,000 by a connected family who wish to remain 
anonymous, £1,000 from the Family Parry, £250 raised by Tony 
Hawks through his Masonic Lodge and a recent £100 donation from 
a total stranger to us who meets socially with Cheryl and John 
Jacob. If all of these are Gift Aided it gives us the chance to claim 
back 25% from the tax-man!  As soon as all of the stringencies are 
met in the form of Local Authority planning permission, satisfying 
the needs of being situated in a Conservation Area and the 
requirements needed in regard to the sea-wall we can hit all 
agencies to seek grants, this will include the Lottery Funding, and 
we have a team of parents lined up and ready with their begging 
bowls. We do, of course, have an ongoing need to fund raise to keep 
the Group running at the high standard we have all come to expect, 
this even more vital with the building fund to fill up, remember too, 
that we have purchased the adjacent tract of land that we intend to 
build on so we no longer have that money invested and earning 
interest for us. 
 
Angela Cruiks has very ably co-ordinated this general fun d raising 
since having to step down from the position of Sea Ranger Leader 
but unfortunately she is no longer able to continue with this after 
doing an excellent job.  We therefore are re-establishing a Fund 
Raising Committee and would welcome offers from parents to sit on 
this Committee. We do already have a Chairman and 2 members. 
We would also welcome suggestions for new events to hold, maybe 
someone out there has a special talent eg running a barn dance 
which you could offer to us once a year without ev en having to sit 
on the Committee, we can be very flexible.  Some fun events would 
be good where all of the family can join in, Angela's last event was a 
'Soup & Pud' evening. This raised just over £300. I do hear that some 
presupposed the event and thought it would be a dull evening, how 
wrong they were, we had a ball!  A jumble sale was held in The Den 
which raised a little over £100, this isn't the best venue because of 
the expensive parking fees involved.  We have also recently 
received our share from the Regatta, the biggest fund raiser in the 
year, £4,595. 
 
We are very fortunate. We have a great headquarters situated in an 
enviable position and dedicated Leaders willing to take 
responsibility of the care and education of other peoples' children 
but we do need the tools to continue doing this. We do have some 
supportive and appreciative parents and see them at every event 
but we are a very large Group and there are many more who we 
never see or hear from. Help can be given in just about any way, a 
recent message has been sent out from Sue Middleton which 
outlines all areas of need. 
 
Thanks to all who willingly support in any way, thanks to those 
who have already donated to the Building Fund and thanks to those 
who are going to volunteer over this coming y ear, making fund 
raising 2014 really take off and a year to remember.
